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Frequently Asked Questions

Why is there a deadline?  


We enforce a deadline for many reasons.  The first is uniforms.  Uniforms (including T-shirts, hats, visors, and socks) need to be ordered before the season starts.  Having a deadline allows us to do so without ordering to many or to less.  Second, knowing how many children will attend helps us to decide how many teams to have.   Third, having a head count also determines many coaches we will need.  Fourth, it is essential to set practice and game schedules before the season starts. 

Why can’t my child switch to another team?



When we have more than one team in a season we do our best to place the child on the team that we feel will benefit them the most.  Switching teams sometimes causes issues with this.  Also when switching it tends to start a chain reaction and everyone wants to do it.  As we said earlier it is essential to set practices, games, and coaches up in advance.  Switching teams tends to cause havoc after the fact. 

Can my child be placed on a certain team due to transportation reasons? 



While we do our best to accommodate parents requests we can not always guarantee your child will be placed on a certain team.  We will do our best to divide up the teams as fairly and evenly as needed.  

Why do some teams practice only once a week while others practice more? 



Practice schedules are set to match the children’s developmental progress.  Some younger teams may only have one practice a week while older teams may have more.  Practices and games also reflect the volunteer coaches schedule as well as the availability of fields, gymnasiums, and other areas.  

Why can’t my child play without registering?  



For your child’s safety we require a registration form to be filled out for each child for each season.  This form is then copied and given to the coach in case of an emergency.  Also your child/children will not be covered under insurance without permission for them to participate in our program.  
Why can’t we enter the building (School and/or Rec) building prior to a coach or Rec personal arriving?  

Due to safety concerns and liability reasons we do not allow anyone to enter a school, Community Center, or other buildings where games and practices may occur before a coach and/or Rec personal arrives.   Please be respectful of this rule as it is in place to protect our children, families, Rec departments, towns, schools, and buildings.  
Why do we have to pay for sports?

As with most things in life, money needed to run a quality program.  The money that is collected for sports programs goes right back into the program.  Some of the things we use the money for are as follows:  league fees, uniforms, umpires and referees, field fees, coaches’ appreciation gifts, end of season celebrations, and tournaments.  That said we would never refuse a child due to the parents inability to play.  If you have financial concerns please see your Rec Director to apply for a scholarship.  
Why does it take so long for my check to clear?


We do our best to deposit checks as soon as possible.  We make one deposit per season and sometimes have to wait for parents to pay, delaying our deposit.  Your cooperation in paying when signing your child up helps to speed up this process.  

Why can’t my child play for another Town?


We (Denmark and Brownfield) require all children to play sports in the town in which they reside.  This rule is in place for the following reasons:  1) If a small town (Brownfield or Denmark) allowed their children to play for a larger town (Fryeburg) we run the risk of not having enough children to make a team in our town.  2)  Brownfield and Denmark charge for our sports programs as they are not subsidized by our Towns.  Fryeburg only charges for some sports.  This has potential for causing problems within our Town where some parents pay and some do not. 3)  If we allow children to play for Fryeburg, especially when they hit 6th grade, we would never have competitive teams.  

There are some special circumstances where some children/families are allowed to play for another town.  Here are some examples:  1) A family has played for Fryeburg before this rule was put in place 3 years ago - that family is "grandfathered" 2) We (Brownfield/Denmark) do not have enough children signed up to make a team - we will then ask Fryeburg or Lovell to take our kids that have signed up.  We would never want a child to miss an opportunity to play a sport. 3) We have too many children on a team and/or another town does not have enough to make a team.  The following year however the children must sign up in their residing town again.
